Caretaker shall not transfer animal(s) to any other facility, accommodation, or entity unless he/she has written permission from the Owner/Guardian.
1. OWNERSHIP:  Ownership of animal(s) shall remain with Owner/Guardian at all times.
2. ACCESS:  Caretaker shall allow Owner/Guardian (or a Person designated by Owner/Guardian in writing), reasonable access to Foster Animal, and 
animal accommodations and grounds for the full term of Foster Care.
3. Caretaker shall provide Proper Care for this animal:  Food; Water at all times; Indoor Shelter (unless otherwise indicated) , and Ill/Emergency Healthcare.

4. PREGNANCY:  If animal is pregnant when entering Foster Care, or should become pregnant, Caretaker agrees that all such offspring are the sole 
property of the Owner/Guardian.  Caretaker shall take steps to safeguard animals from becoming pregnant.
5. RE: DOGS:  Caretaker shall not allow a dog to be left outdoors or in a public place "unchaperoned".

6. RE: CATS:  Cats shall be kept indoors at all times, unless other arrangements are indicated in this contract.

7.
RE: CATS:  FALL PROTECTION:  Cats shall not be allowed access to any Terrace, Roof or Open Area that is not entirely enclosed.   If a cat is free-
roaming indoors, even temporarily, all windows must have secure barrier protection (ie. Built-in screen or "Window-Grid" which is in place at all times.

8.
RE: CARRIER CATS: 



A) LEUKEMIA-POSITIVE CATS: Caretaker shall not allow contact between a Leukemia-Positive Cat (Positive) and a Leukemia-Negative Cat, 


nor allow sharing of food, fluids, litter et al (EVEN IF the Negative Cat(s) has received preventive Vaccination).   Positive and Negative Cats must 

be kept in totally separate rooms/accommodations with no chance of making contact.



B) AIDS-POSITIVE CATS:   AIDS-Positive cat(s) may safely be kept with Healthy AIDS-Negative cats – so long as neither is extremely aggressive 


with the other.  AIDS is not transmitted through shared food, litter, grooming, play bites, etc.  It is transmitted through deep bite wounds, 




















Blood-Blood, or Saliva-Blood contact.  (Also, be aware that kittens often test positive to AIDS when they do not have AIDS - because of 



carrying the mother’s antibodies in their blood.   A kitten can FALSELY test positive for AIDS for up to 12 months.)


C) ILLNESS:   A Leukemia-Positive or AIDS-positive Cat should not be exposed to cats that MAY potentially be carrying ANY disease/illness that 


could be contagious – as the compromised immune system of these cats will probably cause them to contract the disease easily and to 



succumb easily (even to “mild” diseases).  Even if the cat doesn’t die from the illness, each illness tends to further weaken his/her already 



weakened immune systems.  For this reason, ANY carrier cat that shows signs of ANY illness should be treated immediately.
9.
ADJUSTMENT: When any animal enters a new home, there is a period of adjustment:



A) Caretaker should be especially sensitive to the “newcomers’” needs and fears during this time, and should treat them with gentleness and 



reassurance, even when animal(s) "misbehaves".



B) Caretaker should address animal with clear, gentle, firm, and CONSISTENT words and directions and repeated REASSURANCE to help the 


animal "get its bearings", understand that it’s safe in this home, and to understand what is expected and acceptable behavior.

10.
IF OTHER PETS ARE IN HOME:



A) The new animal(s) should be physically separated from the other animals at first, and for as long as there’s fear or "tension" on the part of any 


animal(s), and ALWAYS when the Caretaker must leave them without STRONG and KNOWLEDEGABLE ADULT Supervision - Until such time that all 


animals are very clearly comfortable with each other.



B) INITIALLY, Caretaker should show a minimum of overt attention to new animals in front of previous animals.  A display of "lots" of nurturing & attention 


for the "newcomer" can make the other pets feel displaced and can provoke only jealousy and resentment toward the Newcomer.



C) “Previous" animals should receive AT LEAST the same type and amount of nurturing & attention that they’re used to receiving, and Caretaker 


shall not allow the new animal to displace them in their Established Territories or Routines (eg. a preferred “spot" on bed).


D) Caretaker shall pay particular attention to possible "anxiety-provoking" or "trigger" situations between the animals (eg. One animal may seem to be 


very accepting to another - until it approaches his/her food dish (or toys, or owner's bed, etc).  Caretaker should be “over-cautious” in predicting 


and overseeing these possibilities and should take steps to avoid these situations if needed (Remove toys, use separated feeding areas, etc).
11.
Caretaker shall not put animal(s) at Risk physically or legally by knowingly allowing it access to people, animals, or circumstances that could be 
dangerous or could trigger overly-aggressive behavior or overly-fearful behavior on the part of the animal or another party. (eg. Leaving Animal to 
wait alone outside a store, allowing it to approach an animal/person that obviously is frightened, Etc.).

12.
Caretaker confirms that he/she is not engaged in (and shall not engage in) Criminal or Illegal activities that could put the animal at risk by the 
possibility of aggressive action against Caretaker, animal, or premises by police/others, or by the possibility of arrest and/or incarceration of Caretaker.

13.
THEFT/LOSS: Caretaker shall take reasonable steps to guard against Loss/Theft of this animal.  If animal is missing, Caretaker shall immediately 
inform Owner/Guardian.

14.
Caretaker shall promptly notify Owner/Guardian of any injury/illness of animal (even mild) or animal’s death.

15
All parties to this agreement shall immediately provide to all other parties any changes in Address or Phone Number while this Animal(s) is in the 
care of Foster Caretaker.

16.
If Caretaker cannot, or chooses not to keep this animal for the full time period indicated, Caretaker shall immediately notify Owner/Guardian.
