STATEMENT OF AGREEMENT - 

NEIGHBORHOOD CATS TNR PROJECT
CARETAKER=S RESPONSIBILITIES

As the caretaker or responsible party for the feral cat colony located at:

I agree to do, or arrange for the following to be done, as my or my institution=s part in a Trap-Neuter-Return (TNR ) project performed in cooperation with Neighborhood Cats:

1.    Secure a suitable holding space for the number of cats to be trapped which will be available for at least two days prior and two days after the scheduled date of neutering.

2.   Set up a schedule of caretakers (with names and contact info) who will feed the cats while they are confined and who will clean the traps.  I will also ensure there is an adequate supply of food, water and newspaper for the care of the cats.

3.  Gain the permission of all owners whose property will be entered during the trapping.

4.  Make sure, to the best of my ability, that the cats are not fed for at least 24 hours prior to the trapping.

5.  Be present, or have a representative present, for all stages of the trapping.

6.  Secure any necessary parking permits at least one week in advance if the ASPCA mobile surgery van is used for the neutering.  I, or a representative, will be present and assist with the carrying and care of the cats on the day of neutering.

7.  Arrange for transportation if the Humane Society=s feral clinic is used for the neutering.

8.  Allow the cats to be eartipped.

9.  If there are young kittens or otherwise adoptable cats who I want to remove from the colony, I will be fully responsible for their foster care, their veterinary expenses and for finding them permanent homes.

10.  If I choose to test any of the cats for FIV or FeLV, I will do so at my own expense and I agree to release rather than euthanize any cat who tests positive, but is not in imminent danger of dying.

11.  I agree to release back into their territory any cats trapped who are deemed unadoptable by Neighborhood Cats, unless otherwise agreed to by Neighborhood Cats.

12.  I agree that the failure to perform any of these actions in a timely manner may result in the withdrawal of Neighborhood Cats from the project, at Neighborhood Cats= discretion.

NEIGHBORHOOD CATS= RESPONSIBILITIES
Neighborhood Cats agrees to do the following:

a)   Assist in arranging for free spay/neuter services, rabies vaccinations and eartipping.

b)   Provide a sufficient number of traps for the project.

c)   Train the caretaker and others assisting the caretaker in techniques for safely trapping the cats        and caring for them while they are confined.

d)   Be present for the first day of trapping and, as needed, for additional trappings.

e)   Be present for the neutering if the ASPCA=s mobile surgery van is used.

f)    At our discretion, fund transportation of the cats for purposes related to the TNR project.

g)   Provide ongoing advice and guidance during the length of the project.

h) Post adoptable cats who are in foster care on the Neighborhood Cats Petfinder web page.
