TNR Coach Agreement by Feral Cat Caretaker
1.  In General

The NYC Feral Cat Initiative, a program sponsored by the Mayor’s Alliance for NYC’s Animals and Neighborhood Cats, offers TNR-certified feral cat caretakers on-site trapping assistance from an experienced trapper (”TNR Coach”) on the first day of your TNR project.  This service is provided at no cost and is subject to availability and timely request.  

2.  Requirements

To be eligible to receive the assistance of a TNR Coach, you (the feral cat caretaker) must meet the following conditions:
        
A.  You are a TNR-certified caretaker as determined by Neighborhood Cats, and
                         
your project will take place within New York City.


B.  You have arranged for spay/neuter appointments, holding space and 
transportation; 

C.  You have picked up traps and any other equipment and supplies needed, 
including bait;


D.  You have prepared for trapping by putting the cats on a regular feeding 
schedule and by then withholding food for the recommended period of time prior 
to trapping;


E.  You follow the advice of the coach.
3.  Description of a TNR Coach’s duties

The TNR Coach’s job is assist and instruct on the correct way to set the traps and care for the cats in the traps.  If you require other assistance, such as transportation of the cats to the spay/neuter clinic, those arrangements must be made before the date of the spay/neuter appointments and must be agreed to by the TNR Coach.
A TNR Coach is not responsible for any hands-on aspect of your TNR project other than assisting with trapping on the first day and demonstrating care of the cats in the traps.   In particular, a TNR Coach is not responsible for attempting to trap cats who are not caught on the first day or for assisting hands-on with any other circumstances that may arise after the cats are trapped and after their spay/neuter surgery.  You may contact your TNR Coach by phone or email if you have questions or problems, and he/she will provide advice to the best of his/her ability. 
4.   Additional assistance by a TNR Coach outside the scope of this agreement
If you enter into an agreement with a TNR Coach for services other than those covered in paragraph 3, above, such an agreement is an independent arrangement between the TNR Coach and yourself and is not the responsibility of the NYC Feral Cat Initiative.  Examples of independent arrangements may include fostering a friendly cat, fostering kittens or bottle feeding kittens.   
The terms of any arrangements outside the scope of paragraph 3, above, must be mutually agreed upon by the TNR Coach and yourself, and may include monetary compensation to the TNR Coach.  The TNR Coach may also require certain conditions be met for any assistance outside the scope of paragraph 3, above, and will inform you of these conditions beforehand.  Such conditions may include, for example, that cats/kittens are neutered before adoption, given a wellness exam and tested for FIV/FeLV, and that an adoption fee/application is required.  Any such conditions will put in writing and agreed to by both parties prior to the commencement of any assistance outside the scope of paragraph 3, above.
5.  Waiver of liability

On behalf of yourself and any other parties who may have an interest in this matter on my behalf, you waive any future claim of liability against the Mayor’s Alliance for NYC’s Animals, its directors, officers and employees, Neighborhood Cats, its directors, officers and employees, and the TNR Coach, for any injury or damage resulting to yourself, other persons, your property, other persons’ property or any other type of harm due to the actions, omissions or advice of the TNR Coach.  You understand the providing of assistance by the TNR Coach is contingent upon your agreement to this waiver of liability.
